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TN SEEKS CENTRE’S PERMISSION TO SEND RELIEF MATERIAL TO LANKA

The Tamil Nadu Assembly passed 

a resolution unani-mously on 
Friday seeking the permission of 
the Union government to allow the 
state to send rice, essential food 
items and medicines, as a humani-
tarian gesture, to Sri Lanka, where 
people are suffering due an 
unprece-dented economic crisis.
Moved by Chief Minister M.K. 
Stalin, the govern-ment’s 
independent reso-lution said the 
state was ready to dispatch 
essential articles such as rice, dhal, 
milk and live-saving drugs and 
urged the Union gov-ernment to 
permit it. All parties in the 
Assembly, including the 

opposition AIADMK and the BJP, 
supported the res-olution with the 
deputy leader of the opposition O. 
Panneerselvam announc-ing a 
donation of Rs 50 lakh from his 
family funds for the cause, 
prompting other MLAs to 
contribute a month’s salary. In the 
first installment, 40,000 tonnes of 
rice cost-ing Rs 80 crore, 137 
boxes of medicines costing Rs 28 
crore and 500 tonnes of milk 
powder would be sent to the island 
nation through the Indian High 
Commission there after getting the 
permission of the Union 
government, Mr Stalin said while 

moving the resolution. He recalled 
his earlier statement highlighting 
the untold sufferings of the Sri 
Lankan Tamil people due to the 
economic crisis and also 
expressing a desire to reach out to 
the people with aid and said the 
Union government had not 
responded to his plea. Apart from 
writing to the external affairs 
minister on April 15 asking for per-
mission to help the Sri Lankan 
Tamils, he had also taken up the 
matter personally with Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi on March 
31 when he went to New Delhi, Mr 
Stalin said when he first wanted to

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HC STRIKES DOWN TAKEOVER OF
AYODHYA MANDAPAM BY GOVT.
The Madras High Court on 
Wednesday allowed a writ appeal 
filed by Sri Ram Samaj and set 
aside an order passed by an 
Assistant Commissioner of 
Hindu Religious and Charitable 
E n d o w m e n t s  ( H R & C E ) 
Department on December 31, 
2013 appointing a Thakkar (Fit 
Person) to manage the aff�airs of 
the registered society which 
functions from Ayodhya 
Aswamedha Maha Mandapam at 
West Mambalam in Chennai.  
The First Division Bench 
comprising Chief Justice 
Munishwar Nath Bhandari and 
J u s t i c e  D .  B h a r a t h a 
Chakravarthy held that the 2013 
order was passed without strictly 
following the inquiry procedures 

stipulated under the HR&CE Act 
of 1959.  Therefore, the Bench di-
rected the Fit Person to move out 
of the Samaj and ordered that the 
department should hand over the 
administration to the incumbent 
officebearers.  The Bench 
granted liberty to the department 
to conduct a fresh inquiry in 
accordance with the law to find 
out whether the activities of the 
Samaj would make it “a place of 
public worship by Hindu 
community” and whether there 
were any irregularities 
necessitating the appointment of 
an HR&CE official as the Fit 
Person to protect the properties 
owned by the Samaj and regulate 
its revenue, including public 
donation.  Such an inquiry must 

be conducted affording a proper 
opportunity of hearing to the 
Samaj, the judges said and 
directed the latter to maintain its 
accounts duly audited. They held 
that a single judge of the High 
Court ought not to have 
dismissed Samaj’s 2014 writ 
petition, challenging the 2013 
order of the department, on 
March 17 this year, by citing the 
availability of alternative 
remedy. They said such a ground 
could not be cited after eight 
years.  The department had con-
tended that the 2013 inquiry was 
initiated on the basis of a 
complaint lodged by M.V. Ra-
mani, a former president of the 
Samaj.

Town vending 
panels declared 
illegal 
The Madras High Court on Wednesday allowed 
a public interest litigation petition and declared 
as illegal the constitution of Town Vending 
Committees by Greater Chennai Corporation 
(GCC) under the Street Vendors (Protection of 
Livelihood and Regulation of Street Vending) 
Act of 2014.  Chief Justice Munishwar Nath 
B h a n d a r i  a n d  J u s t i c e  D . 
Bharatha Chakravarthy held that the panels 
had not been constituted by GCC strictly as per 
the mandate under Section 22 of the 2014 Act 
and hence they could not be allowed to 
continue to carry out their functions.  They 
agreed with the petitioner’s counsel P. Vijen-
dran that the committees ought to have been 
headed by the GCC commissioner and not an 
Executive Engineer of the corporation. 

An electrical short-circuit caused 
a fire on Bradfield Surgical Block 
on the ground floor of the Rajiv 
Gandhi Government General 
Hospital (RGGGH) on Thursday. 
The accident created panic 
among patients and the hospital 
authorities. The fire was noticed 
in the storage room of the 
Bradfield surgical block.  Health 
Minister Ma. Subramanian, who 
rushed to the hospital, said the 
staff acted swiftly and shifted the 
patients admitted in the block. 
“There were 33 patients of neuro 
medicine of whom three were 
undergoing treatment in the 
intensive care unit. As this is an 
old building, not many patients 
were admitted here. The Fire and 
Rescue Services personnel acted 
fast and brought the fire under 
c o n t r o l , ”  h e  s a i d . A 
senior official of the Fire and 
Rescue Services said fire was 
noticed in the room, where 
medical equipment and oxygen 
cylinders were stored, after an 
explosion was heard. More than 
four vehicles including from 
Washermanpet, Royapuram, 
Korukkupet, and Mylapore, were 
deployed to extinguish the fire. 
The oxygen cylin ders were 
safely removed from the block. A 
skylifter was also put into service 
to douse the fire.  Hindu 

Religious and Charitable 
Endowment Minister P.K. Sekar 
Babu and Chennai Central MP 
Dayanidhi Maran visited the 
spot.  Police Commissioner 
Shankar Jiwal, along with senior 
police and Fire and Rescue 
officials, inspected the spot.  
Patients evacuatedOne of the 
oldest buildings at RGGGH, 
Bradfi�eld Surgical Block, built 
in 1939, was vacated. All the 128 
patients, who were admitted in 
the  block, were shifted to Tower-
3 where 250 beds were 
earmarked for COVID19 pa-
tients, according to E. Thera-
nirajan, dean of RGGGH. “I 
received a call from the surgical 
store officer at 10.21 a.m. that 
smoke was emanating from the 
store where we had stored masks 
and personal protective 
equipment. Our postgraduates, 
doctors and staff immediately 
shifted 33 patients of neuro medi-
cine who were on the first floor. 
Three of them were in the neuro 
intensive care unit. They were on 

ventilatory support and it was 
difficult to shift them. But we sent 
one person for each patient. They 
carried oxygen with them, and 
shifted the patients out,” he said. 
There were no casualties. “Six 
PGs, four staff nurses, two 
auxiliary nurse midwives, two 
office assistants and an insurance 
worker were admitted and kept 
under observation after they 
complained of dizziness and 
discomfort. The PGs stayed till 
the last patient was shifted. Most 
of them were discharged after six 
to eight hours of observation,” he 
said.  Following this, 128 pa-
tients were evacuated from the 
building. “This is an old building 
and was construct  ed in the 
1930s. We had reÂquested the 
government to demolish and 
permit reconÂstruction of a new 
building. But the plans were 
postÂponed due to the pandemic, 
Dr. Theranirajan said.  They had 
applied for â€œnoÂobjection 
from the Fire and Rescue 
Services Department on January 
22 following which a preliminÂ-
ary inspection was conductÂed. 
â€œThey had pointed out certain 
problems which we had rectied. It 
was because of it water supply 
was available nearby. Due to 
heavy fumes on therstoor, there 
was suocation, he said.

KALIMEDU ELECTROCUTION: A TRAGEDY 
THAT COULD HAVE BEEN AVERTED 
The tragedy that 
claimed the lives 
of 11 persons 
and injured 17 
o t h e r s  i n 
Kalimedu could 
have well been 
averted, locals 
say. Two or three 
factors were 
missed while 
planning the 
event, and a set 
of changed 
circumstances 
rendered the 
villagers im-
pervious to the dangers on the 
procession route. The procession 
had not taken place for two years 
during the pandemic, though it 
had been held regularly for 
several decades before that. The 
villagers said that in the 
meantime, the height of the main 
road had been raised substantial-
ly. The height of the cart that pulls 
the idol had also gone up, with the 
extra decorations and serial 
lighting that was set up like a 
canopy atop the idol. This is why, 
when the procession tried to take 

a Uturn, the top of the cart came 
into contact with a hightension 
line and a disaster ensued, 
according to several villagers, 
some of whom were eye-
witnesses to the tragedy. Raja, 30, 
of Kalimedu, an eyewitness, 
recalled that the residents of his 
village had made repeated 
requests to the Electricity Board 
to shift  the highvoltage power 
line from the main road to the 
agricultural fields. But their 
requests were not heeded.Usual 
processThe usual process is to 
switch off supply to the power 

cables on the 
r o u t e  t h a t 
processions with 
tall idols take, or 
to deploy volun-
teers armed with 
tall wooden 
poles to lift the 
cab les  and 
ensure that they 
do not pose a 
threat to the 
procession. Both 
these options 
w e r e  n o t 
exercised in this 
particular case, 

as per initial reports. Central 
Zone InspectorGeneral of Police 
V. Balakrishnan said that while 
power supply to the lowtension 
cable remained suspended during 
the procession, the hightension 
cable remained live. Addressing 
the media at the accident site, 
Thanjavur District Fire Officer 
(inCharge) Banupriya said pre-
liminary inquiries had also 
indicated that the accident had 
occurred due to the presence of a 
hightension power cable on the 
main road.

Later, he called on the 
injured at Thanjavur Medical 
College Hospital. Addressing the 
media at the hospital after 
visiting the injured, the Chief 
Minister expressed his 
displeasure over certain 
individuals attempting to 
politicise the accident.  The 
government intended to stand 
with the people, he said, and 
explained how it had handled the 
situation. More details about the 
accident could be shared only af-
ter the probe committee submits 
its report, he said.

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RUSSIA STOPS GAS SUPPLY TO 2 NATO NATIONS

Russia cut off natural gas to 
NATO members Poland 
and Bulgaria on 

Wednesday and threatened to do 
the same to other countries, 
dramatically escalating its stand-
off with the West over the war in 
Ukraine. European leaders 
decried the move as “blackmail”. 
A day after the U.S. and other 
Western allies vowed to speed 
more and heavier weapons to 
Ukraine, the Kremlin used its 
most most essential export as 
leverage against two of Kyiv’s 
staunch backers. Gas prices in Eu-
rope shot up on the news. Poland 
has been a major gateway for the 
delivery of weapons to Ukraine 
and con firmed this week that it is 
sending the country tanks. 
Bulgaria, under a new liberal 
government that took office last 
fall, has cut many of its old ties to 

Moscow and supported sanctions 
against Russia over its invasion. 
The gas cuts do not immediately 
put the two countries in dire 
trouble. Poland has been working 
for several years to line up other 
sourc es of energy, and the conti-
nent is heading into summer, 
making gas less essential for 
households. Yet the cutoff and the 
Kremlin warning that other 
countries could be next sent 
shivers of worry through the 27-
nation European Union. Western 

leaders and analysts portrayed 
the move by Russia as a bid to 
divide the Western allies and 
under mine their unity in support 
of Ukraine. “It comes as no 
surprise that the Kremlin uses 
fossil fuels to try to blackmail 
us,” said EU Commission Presi-
dent Ursula von der Leyen. 
“Today, the Kremlin failed once 
again in his attempt to sow 
division amongst member states. 
The era of Russian fossil fuel in 
Europe is coming to an end.” 
Statecontrolled Russian giant 
Gazprom said it was shutting off 
the two countries because they 
refused to pay in Russian rubles, 
as President Vladimir Putin had 
demanded. Fatih Birol, executive 
director of the Parisbased In-
ternational Energy Agency, said

MARUTI EYES EXPANSION IN RURAL MARKETS 
Buoyed by a faster pace of sales 
growth in rural India compared 
with urban centres, the country’s 
largest carmaker Maruti Suzuki 
is aiming to expand sales oper-
ations to cover an additional two 
lakh villages. This is because it 
expects the growth trend to 
continue driven by factors such 
as rising rural incomes and in-
creasing motorisation. The 
company has till now sold cars in 
about 4.4 lakh villages out of the 
more than 6.4 lakh villages in 
India, Shashank Srivastava, 
senior executive director 
(Marketing and Sales), Maruti 
Suzuki India, told The Hindu. 
“For us, the rural markets did 
better than urban last 
year…Rural markets have now 
been outperforming urban 

markets since 2007 when we 
started monitoring the sales 
separately, except for a couple of 
years.”  The company sold 
5,47,490 vehicles in the rural 
market in 201920, account ing for 
38.5% share of the total sales. 
This increased to 5,83,300 units 
(40.9% sales share) in 202021 
and 5,91,800 (43.6% sales share) 
in 202122, when the overall 
industry was struggling. “If you 
take the last three years, the urban 
growth has been negative, 
otherwise both markets have 
been growing with rural growing 
at a faster pace,” he said. “This 
trend will continue largely 
because of factors such as rising 
rural income, increased pace of 
motorisation…monsoons have 
also been good in the past couple 

of years,” he said.  “We have 
increased our rural manpower or 
RDSE (rural dealer sales execu-
tives) from about 11,000 people 
in 201516 to more than 17,000 
today,” he said. In demand  In 
202122, Maruti saw strong rural 
demand for models such as Alto 
800 (92,000 units), Swift (82,000 
units), WagonR (77,000 units), 
Dzire (59,000 units) and Eeco 
(58,000 units). Mr Srivastava 
added Maruti Suzuki, which has 
seen its market share drop to 
43.38% in FY22 from 47.7%in 
FY21 amid production 
challenges owing to the pan-
demic, will focus on SUVs as 
well as hatchbacks, as it aims to 
get back to 50% market share in 
the domestic passenger vehicle 
market.

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SPACEX LAUNCHES FOUR ASTRONAUTS FOR NASA

SpaceX launched four 
astronauts to the Internat-
ional Space Station for 

Nasa on Wednesday, less than 
two days after compl-eting a 
flight chartered by millionaires. 
It’s the first Nasa crew comprised 
equally of men and women, 
including the first PoC woman 
making a long-term spaceflight, 
Jes-sica Watkins.  “This is one of 
the most diversified, I think, 
crews that we’ve  had in a really, 
really long time,” said Nasa’s 
space operations mission chief 

Kathy Lueders. The astro-nauts 
were due to arrive at the space 
station on Wedn-esday night, 16 
hours after a predawn liftoff from 
Kennedy Space Center that 
thrilled spectators.  After an 
express flight comparable to 

travelling from New York to 
Singap-ore, the crew will move in 
for a five-month stay. SpaceX has 
now launch-ed five crews for 
Nasa and two private trips in just 
under two years. Elon Musk’s 
company is having an especially 
busy few weeks: It just finished 
tak-ing three businessmen to and 
from the space station as Nasa’s 
first private gue-sts. A week after 
the new crew arrives, the three 
Americans and German they’re 
replacing will return to Earth in 
their own SpaceX capsule. 

INDIA’S RETAIL INDUSTRY TO TOUCH $2 TRILLION IN 10 YRS

As the country recovers from the 
pandemic, the retail industry has 
resumed its growth trajectory and 
is likely to witness 10 per cent 
annual growth to reach 
approximately $2 trillion by 
2032, according to a report. 
According to a BCG-RAI report 
titled Racing towards the next 
wave of Retail in India, while cer-
tain industry segments like food 
and grocery, restaurants and 
Quick service restaurant (QSR), 

and consumer durables have 
recovered to pre-Covid levels, 
others like jewellery and 
accessory, apparel, and 
footwearremain on track to a full 
recovery. “The Indian economy 
continues to be driven by 
consumption and we are 
observing that consump-tion 
growth is back in the positive 
territory after the two-year Covid 
pause,” BCG managing director 
and senior partner Abheek Singhi 
said. Noting that India’s retail 
industry will grow to $2 trillion in 
the next 10 years, Singhi said “the 
next decade will see organised 
retailers focus on footprint 
expansion, across all formats 
—offline and online — to fuel 

future growth”. consumption, 
which was growing at 
approximately 12 per cent pre-
pandemic, went into negative 
territo-ry during the pandemic 
but has now recovered to surpass 
pre-pandemic gro-wth levels at 
17 per cent.E-commerce in the 
coun-try is expected to 
reach$130 billion by 2026, as 
compared to $45 billion in 2021, 
according to the report.

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LIC SHARE SALE PRICE BAND SET AT
Rs.902-Rs.949; GOVT. TO DIVEST 3.5%

The Centre said on Wednesday it 
had reduced the size of the Life 
Insurance Corporation of India 
(LIC) Initial Public Offering 
(IPO) in light of the current 
‘volatile market’ environment. 
Despite the “right sizing”, the 
LIC IPO, which would open on 
May 4, would be India’s biggest 
ever, Tuhin Kanta Pandey, 
Secretary, Department of 

Investment & Public Asset 
Management told reporters at a 
press conference in Mumbai. The 
share sale, which is expected to 
help raise about ₹21,000 crore for 
the government, would close on 
May 9. The anchor investor 
portion would open on May 2. 
The Centre has fixed the price 
band at ₹902 to ₹949 per equity 
share of LIC. While policy 
holders would get a discount of 
₹60 per share, eligible 
employees, and retail investors 
would get a discount of ₹45 per 
share. Mr. Pandey said the 
government decided to dilute 
3.5% stake in LIC, from the 
earlier plan of 5%, considering 
the current  (volat i le) 

environment. He added the 
Centre had no plans to come out 
with a followon public offer in 
the next one year. SEBI had given 
an exemption, allowing a 
reduction in the IPO size, he 
clarified.  He said the decision to 
list LIC was taken considering 
factors like market demand, 
reduced market volatility, 
domestic fund flows and LIC’s 
performance. “LIC IPO will not 
crowd out capital, monetary sup-
ply,” he said. Investors can bid for 
a minimum of 15 equity shares 
and in multiples of 15 shares 
thereafter. The IPO is via an 
offerforsale of up to 22,13,74,920 
shares.

Tata’s Air India
aims to buy
AirAsia India 

Tata Groupowned Air India has proposed to 
buy the entire equity share capital of lowcost 
carrier AirAsia India, in which Tata has a 
majority stake, to merge into a single airline, 
according to an application with India’s 
competition commission. Tatas bought state-
run carrier Air India in a $2.4 billion equity-
anddebt deal, regaining ownership after 
almost 70 years.  Tata Sons has an 
83.67%stake in AirAsia India. “This was on 
expected lines as it makes no sense for the 
Tata Group to own stakes in separate 
airlines,” said Vinamra Longani, head of 
operations at Sarin & Co., a law rm.

RETAIL INVESTORS CAN INVEST Rs.2L
State-run insurance behe-moth 
Life Insurance Corp-oration of 
India’s intial public offer (IPO) 
will be India’s largest IPO so far 
at `21,000 crore, even after the 
Central government brought 
down the stake sale on offer to 3.5 
per cent from the earlier five per 
cent. The price band is set at ̀ 902 
to `949 per equity share. Though 
there is a extremely high demand 
for the LIC shares, the 
government has roped in anchor 
investors — the first-time ever 
for an IPO of a state-run 
company. The shares will be 
allotted to anchor investors on 
May 2. “There is enough dema-
nd and we have a strong anchor 
book line up,” said Tuhin Kanta 
Pandey, sec-retary, Department 
of Inv-estment and Public Asset 

Management, addressing 
concerns raised about the recent 
exit of foreign investors from the 
Indian equity market. Addressing 
concerns about a hurried listing 
in tough market conditions and 
reduction of issue size from 5 per 
cent to 3.5 per cent of total share-
holding, Pandey  said, “We went 
ahead because of market demand 
for LIC IPO, market has 
stabilised from earlier peak 
volatili-ty seen in March, strong 
domestic inflows and LIC‘s 
financial perform-ance. We know 
that even if we have constraints 
we can pull it off.” “Markets are 
so inte-grated now to events 
worldwide,” he added. “India is 
the only market that can afford 
and offer an issue of this size. No 
other equity market has seen an 

issue of this size in the last 3-4 
months,” said one of the 
merchant bankers of LIC. Out of 
the 22.13 crore shares that will be 
offered for sale, the life insurance 
behemoth will reserve nearly 
2.21 crore, or 10 percent, for 
policyholders. Another 15.8 lakh 
shares, or 0.7 per cent, will be 
part of the employees’ quota. 
Bids can be made in mul-tiples of 
15 equity shares.  The maximum 
bid amount under policyhold-er, 
retail and employee quotas 
cannot exceed `2 lakh (net of the 
discount).  However, if you are a 
retail investor, who is a 
policyholder as well as an 
employee, you can bid under all 
categories sepa-rately, so the 
aggregate limit will be ̀ 6 lakh.

SPAM MAILS ADD TO CO2 EMISSION, SAY EXPERTS
About 120 trillion spam emails 
sent every year creates 36 million 
tons of CO2 emissions and 3.6 
bil-lion trees would need to be 
planted every year to offset the 
pollution, according to the UN’s 
trade body. “Rapidly growing 
digi-tal ecosystem is exacting a 
heavy toll on the planet. “We are 
killing the planet through the use 
of tech-nology,” said Gerry 
McGovern, author of the book 
“World Wide Waste” at an 
UNCTAD session. “Every time 

we download an email, tweet or 
search on the web, we create 
pollution and contribute to global 
warming,” said UNCTAD 
deputy secretary-general Isabelle 
Durant. “So paradoxically, 
digital is very much physical. 
Data centres are not in the cloud. 
They are on Earth. Digitalisation 
seems invisible and is often sold 
to us as free technology,” she 
said.   “But it’s not. And it’s 
something we need to seriously 
consider in how we develop and 

use digital tools,” she added. 
Only five per cent of data is 
managed while the rest is digital 
waste. Big tech companies 
design devices that need to be 
updated or replaced frequently 
and are difficult to recycle, 
warning that waste from old 
phones, computers and screens is 
piling up fast. Less than 20 per 
cent of e-waste is recycled and 
most of the recycling is done in a 
way that is highly polluting.
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MAN UNDERGOES MITRAL VALVE REPLACEMENT 
WITH TISSUE VALVE 
A team of doctors performed a 
mitral valve replacement on a 38-
yearold man with an imported 
tissue valve, MITRIS. The 
patient from Madurai was 
suffering from severe 
breathlessness due to mitral valve 
failure. He approached MGM 
Healthcare after consultations at 
other hospitals where he was 
advised to get a metallic valve 
replacement.  He was looking for 

an option without a metallic 
valve and lifelong bloodthinning 
medications, according to a press 
release. A.B. Gopalamurugan, 
senior consultant, in terventional 
c a r d i o l o g y  a n d 
electrophysiology, Director of 
TAVR and Endovascular The-
rapy, MGM Healthcare, said 
usually, any person below the age 
of 60, who needs a valve surgery, 
received a metallic valve.  “The 

patient did not want a metallic 
valve. So, we opted  for the latest 
tissue valve, MITRIS, which is 
designed for young persons and 
has no need for blood thinners. 
This is not available in India, and 
we obtained a special permission 
from the government to import it 
from the U.S.,” he said. The 
surgery was performed on 
February 19.

CORPORATION RESUMES WORK ON 
RESTORATION OF TEMPLE TANKS 
The Greater Chennai Corpo-
ration has resumed the res-
toration of temple tanks in the 
city under Singara Chennai 2.0.
On Tuesday, Minister of 
Municipal Administration and 
Water Supply K.N. Nehru and 
Hindu Religious and Charitable 
Endowments (HR and CE) 
Minister P.K. Sekarbabu 
inaugurated the restoration of the 
temple tank of the 
Gangadeeswarar Koil in 
Purasawalkam. Corporation 
Commissioner Gagandeep Singh 
Bedi and HR and CE 
Commissioner J. Kumaragu-
rubaran and other offi�cials 
participated. As part of the ₹1.58-
crore temple tank restoration pro-
ject, the civic body will desilt the 

waterbodies, strengthen the 
bund, develop granite steps at the 
sides, plant trees and create 
footpaths around the perimeter.
A few years ago, the civic body 
had launched a project under the 
Smart City Mission to restore 15 
temple tanks in the city. The 
project was expected to promote 
groundwater recharge in 
residential neighbourhoods near 
the temples. The Corporation 
planned to develop stormwater 
drains along the streets around 
the tanks and develop 
infrastructure to prevent sewage 
from reaching the temple tanks. 
Many residents in neigh-
bourhoods with temple tanks 
have complained  about sewage 
infl�ow in the drains that carry 

water to the waterbody.In a bid to 
prevent this, the Corporation on 
Tuesday announced the 
formation of special teams to 
identify illegal sewage 
connections in stormwater drains 
in the 200 wards of the city. Mr. 
Bedi has ordered the teams to 
check illegal sewage connections 
in stormwater drains for one hour 
every day.If the teams find illegal 
sewage connections from any 
highrise residential buildings, the 
apartment’s association will have 
to pay a fine of ₹1 lakh. The fine 
for highrise commercial build-
ings is ₹2 lakh. Ordinary resi-
dential buildings will be fined 
₹5,000 while commercial 
buildings will incur ₹10,000. 

OVER 2,500 ABANDONED, HOMELESS
PEOPLE RESCUED IN CITY IN ONE YEAR  

s many as 2,541 Aabandoned or homeless 
people were rescued by 

Greater Chennai City police 
personnel from the streets in the 
last one year under its 
programme Kaaval Karangal, 
which was launched in April last 
year.  Of the total 2,541 rescued, 
1,499 were sheltered at care-
giving homes run by nongo-
vernmental organisations and the 
families of 161 were traced. They 
were reunited with them besides 
being given psychological care to 
159 at the Institute of Mental 
Health. As many as 722 un-
claimed bodies were cremated 
with the help of volunteers.  On 

April, 21, last year, the city police 
launched the initiative, Kaaval 
Karangal, with the assistance of 
officers of the Greater Chennai 
Corporation, the Social Welfare 
Depar tment  and non-
governmental organisations to 
rescue abandoned/ homeless 
persons through helplines.  
Participating at the first 
anniversary programme in 
Rajarathinam stadium, Chennai 
Corporation Commissioner 
Gagandeep Singh Bedi and City 
Police Commissioner Shankar 
Jiwal presented mementoes to the 
volunteers who are part of the 
initiative and also flagged a food 
delivery vehicle.  Mr. Jiwal said, 

“This programme has been 
implemented for a noble cause 
for the welfare of public in asso-
ciation with other departments 
and NGOs. More than 40 
different organisations and non-
governmental organisation 
joined the programme to extend 
their assistance. More than 2,000 
abandoned/homeless persons 
were rescued so far in an year.” 
“There are 55 shelters for 
homeless in the city with a 
capacity of 2,000 people. 
Another 28 shelters will be 
created at the cost of ₹28 crore 
and they will provide shelter to 
1,200 people additionally,” said 
Mr. Bedi.

‘Governor
acting against
T.N.’s interests’
TNCC president K.S. Alagiri on Tuesday 
alleged that Governor R.N. Ravi was working 
against the interests of the citizens of Tamil 
Nadu, just like his predecessor Banwarilal 
Purohit.  There was a feeling of opposition to 
the Governor among the people of the State, 
he said. Welcoming Chief Minister M.K. 
Stalin’s decision to move a Bill in the 
Assembly on the appointment of Vice-
Chancellors, Mr. Alagiri said this was to be 
commended as he had understood the 
Governor’s antidemocratic stance.He said 
the Governor had not sent the NEET Bill to the 
President even 80 days after it was passed for 
a second time by the Assembly. The Congress 
leader said Mr. Ravi was acting at the behest 
of the BJP government at the Centre on the 
issue, though Mr. Stalin had met the Prime 
Minister, the Home Minister and the Governor 
directly to get the President’s assent to the 
NEET Bill. Mr. Alagiri said 13 Bills were 
pending with the Governor, and the Congress 
will hold a protest outside the Raj Bhavan.

Police shoot 
at accused in
murder case 
A man who allegedly murdered a 22yearold 
woman and her parents with a sharpedged 
weapon after she rejected his advances was 
shot and wounded by the police a day later at 
Gorakhpur in Uttar Pradesh, ofcials said on 
Tuesday. The accused attacked the girl and 
her parents with a spade in Raiganj village in 
Khorabar area of the district on Monday, the 
police said. On Tuesday, Senior 
Superintendent of Police Gorakhpur Vipin Ya-
dav said the triplemurder accused was 
arrested but he tried to escape from police 
custody.  “He snatched a police weapon and 
red at the police. He was shot in retaliatory 
ring,” said Mr. Tada. The accused is under 
the observation of doctors.
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CM M.K.STALIN TO BE CHANCELLOR OF NEW VARSITY
Two days after passing a Bill in 
the Assembly, removing the 
G o v e r n o r  f r o m  t h e 
Chancellorship of the 13  State 
Universities, the Government 
moved on Wednesday the 
'Tamil Nadu Siddha Medical 
University Act 2022' under 
which the Chief Minister of the 
State will be the Chancellor and 
the head of the new university 
to be set up. The new Bill, to be 
passed by the Assembly, seeks 
to provide for estab-lishing and 
incorporating a university of 
Siddha, Ayurveda, Unani, Yoga 
and Naturopathy and 
Homeopathy in the State with the 
specified officers namely The 
Chancellor, The Pro Chancellor, 
The Vice Chancellor, The 
Registrar and others helming it. 
The draft Bill clearly states that 
the Chief Minister would be the 
Chancellor and the Minister of 
Health and Family Welfare the 
Pro Chancellor.  It also provides 
for the Chancellor to give away 
degrees in the convoca-tions, 
appoint the authori-ties for the 
university and so on, cutting the 
Governor out of it. So, the new 
university for offering courses of 
study in the various branches of 
alternative medicine will not be 
able to award honorary degrees to 
anyone without the consent of the 

Chief Minister, who will be part 
of all the major decisions. decide 
on the Vice Chancellor candidate 
from the list of three names 
recommended by the search 
committee and will also be 
empowered to reject all three 
names and appoint another 
commit-tee to identify 
candidates. The search 
committee will comprise a 
nominee of the Chancellor, a 
nomi-nee of the Government and 
a nominee of the Senate, thus 
making at least two of the three 
members the choice of the Chief 
Minister. The latest Bill after 
being passed by the Assembly 
will, however, have to be sent to 
the Governor R N Ravi for 
seeking Presidential accent and 

might meet the fate of the over 
10 Bills that are held back by 
him, triggering the dispute 
between  him  and the 
Government. Since of the Bill 
seeking exemption for the State 
from NEET is among those that 
Ravi had not send to the 
President, despite it being 
passed for the second time in 
the Assembly, it has caused 
widespread resentment among 
the members of the public 
which led to a black flag 
demonstration against him at 
Mayiladuthurai r ecently. Also 
when the Assembly passed the 

Bill seeking to remove the 
Governor from the post of 
Chancellor of all government 
universi-ties, Ravi was holding a 
conference with the Vice 
C h a n c e l l o r s  a t   
Udhagamandalam  by Vembu, 
founder of the pri-vate sector IT 
company Zoho Corporation, as a 
resource person. So the 
Government, it looks, is keen on 
upping the ante against the 
Governor by bringing in chang es 
in the laws that would clip the 
wings of the Governor, keeping 
with the political tradition of the 
State that had been consistently 
opposed to the guber natorial post 
since the days of C N Annadurai.
