Also, 117 darkroom
assistants include 92 darkroom
assistants for the DMS and 85
darkroom assistants for the

(DME).

The 19 level-II laboratory technicians
will be appointed at the food analysis
laboratories under the Food Safety
Department in Chennai, Madurai,
Coimbatore, Tirunelveli, Salem, and
Thanjavur districts of Tamil Nadu.
The successors of the 21 employees
who passed away during their service
in the Directorate of Public Health
(DPH) and DME were given the post
of junior assistant on a compassionate
basis, stated the release.

Party MP Sanjay Singh among
others. Earlier today, Communist
Party of India MP Binoy Viswam
gave a suspension of business
notice to the Rajya Sabha Chairman
demanding a discussion on the
Adani stock crash, terming the
matter as "urgent". Serving the
notice under Rule 267, the CP1 MP
said that money belonging to the
people of the country is at risk of
"being wiped out" due to the crisis
currently unfolding with the Adani
group. "Huge public money
belonging to the common people of
India is at serious risk of being
wiped out in the crisis that is
currently unfolding with the Adani

group of companies. It is deeply
concerning that the Life Insurance
Corporation of India (L1C), in
which the people of India repose
immense trust through their hard-
earned money, has a total holding to
the tune of Rs 35,917.31 crore as on
December 31, 2022, under the
Adani group of companies," the MP
said. Claiming that around 40 per
cent of the loans to the Adani group
have been provided by the country's
largest public sector bank, State
Bank of India (SBI), Viswam said
that the matter is of "urgent
importance" citing the huge amount
of public money involved. "As
these institutions are vital for the
functioning of the economy, the
country as a whole is apprehensive.
This is a matter of urgent
importance bearing in mind the
huge amount of public money
involved and the credibility of
India's financial management
system being at stake," he said. "In
light of these revelations, the
business of the house must be
suspended, and this issue be taken
up for discussion," the MP added.
The first part of the session will
conclude on February 13.
Parliament will reconvene on
March 12 for the second part of the
Budget Session, which will
conclude on April 6.

AMIT SHAH TO VISIT PUTTUR IN KARNATAKA ON FEB 11

Assembly seats in Dakshina
Kannada district in the 2018
elections.

BUDGET SESSION: OPPN
PARTIES MEET IN PARL
TO RAISE ADANI GROUP ISSUE

NEW DELHI: Leaders of several opposition
parties met in the Parliament complex Thursday
morning to evolve a joint strategy to take on the
central government during the Budget Session
and decided to seek a discussion on the Adani
Group issue. Leaders of like-minded parties met
in the chamber of Leader of Opposition in the
Rajya Sabha, Mallikarjun Kharge, and discussed
the issues that are to be brought up during the
session which began on January 31. Sources
said the parties decided to jointly raise the Adani
Group crisis in Parliament and demand a
discussion on it. Leaders of the Congress, DMK,
TMC, SP, JD(U), Shiv Sena, CPI(M), CPI, NCP,
IUML, NC, AAP and the Kerala Congress were
present at the meeting. Kharge said the like-
minded parties would have better coordination
during the session to unitedly raise issues of
public importance. The opposition parties are
seeking to raise the Adani issue, Chinese
transgressions at the border and role of
Governors in states, and demand a discussion.
The first part of the Budget Session will take up
the discussion on Motion of Thanks to the
President's address, and then on the Union
Budget 2023-24 which was presented by
Finance Minister Nirmala Sitharaman on
Wednesday.Meanwhile, several opposition
leaders have given adjournment notices in both
Houses to raise the Adani Group issue in the
wake of the Hindenburg report. While Kharge has
given the notice in Rajya Sabha, Congress whip
in Lok Sabha Manickam Tagore has given the
adjournment notice in Lok Sabha to discuss the
Adani issue. AAP member Sanjay Singh and BRS
MP K Keshava Rao have given the adjournment
notices in the Rajya Sabha, demanding an
immediate discussion on the matter. Seeking
suspension of business notice under Rule 267
for Thursday, Kharge said, "That this House do
suspend Zero Hour and relevant rules relating to
Question Hour and other businesses of the day
to discuss the issue of investment by LIC, public
sector banks and financial institutions in
companies losing market value, endangering
the hard-earned savings of crores of
Indians."Giving a notice under Rule 267
(suspension of business) to discuss the
Hindenburg report against the Adani
Enterprises, Rao said the report exposes the
dangers to which the Indian people and
economy are subjected to and merit immediate
discussion, adjourning the other business.

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ADANI MARKET LOSSES SNOWBALL TO $100 BILLION ON SHELVED SHARE SALE
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INDIA: India's Adani group shares
sank on Thursday after market
turmoil forced the conglomerate to
axe a crucial $2.5 billion stock offer,
deepening its market losses to more
than $100 billion and sparking
worries about the potential systemic
impact. The withdrawal of Adani
Enterprises' share sale marked a
dramatic setback for Gautam Adani,
the school dropout-turned-
billionaire whose fortunes rose
rapidly in recent years, but have fast
dwindled due to a U.S.-based short-
seller's critical research report
released on Jan. 24. The events are an
embarrassing turn for the billionaire
who has forged partnerships with
foreign players and marquee
investors in a global expansion of
businesses that stretch from ports to
mining to cement. Adani late on
Wednesday called off the share sale
as a stocks rout sparked by short-
seller Hindenburg's criticisms
intensified, despite the offer being
fully subscribed on Tuesday. In the
fallout of the attack, Adani also lost
his title as Asia's richest man. The
group's flagship firm - Adani
Enterprises - plunged 10% after
opening higher on Thursday. Other

group companies - Adani Ports and
Special Economic Zone, Adani Total
Gas, Adani Green Energy and Adani
Transmission - fell 10% each, while
Adani Power and Adani Wilmar
dropped 5% each. Adani has slipped
in the ranking of the world's richest to
16th, as per Forbes' list, down from
third last week. "The selling may
intensify in the afternoon session, as
we have seen before. Unless Adani is
able to regain the confidence of
institutional investors, stocks will be
in freefall," said Avinash
Gorakshakar, head of research at
Mumbai-based Profitmart Securities.
Adani's plummeting stocks have
raised concerns about the likelihood
of'a wider impact on India's financial
system. India's central bank has
asked local banks for details of their
exposure to the Adani group of
companies, government and banking
sources told Reuters on Thursday.
CLSA estimates that Indian banks
were exposed to about 40% of the 2
trillion rupees ($24.53 billion) of
Adani group's debt in the fiscal year
to March 2022.Citigroup's wealth
unit has stopped extending margin
loans to its clients against securities
of Adani group and decided to cut the
loan-to-value ratio for credit against
Adani securities to zero on Thursday,
said a source. In New Delhi,
opposition lawmakers submitted
notices in the Indian parliament,
demanding discussion on the U.S.
short-seller's report. The Congress
party's lawmaker, Manish Tewari,
said he will demand a Joint

Parliamentary Committee
investigation into the matter, Reuters
partner ANI reported. ADANI VS
HINDENBURG Hindenburg's
report last week alleged an improper
use of offshore tax havens and stock
manipulation by the Adani group. It
also raised concerns about high debt
and the valuations of seven listed
Adani companies. The Adani group
has denied the accusations, saying
the short-seller's allegation of stock
manipulation has "no basis" and
stems from an ignorance of Indian
law. The group has always made the
necessary regulatory disclosures, it
added. Earlier this week, the Adani
group said it had the complete
support of investors, but investor
confidence has tapered in recent
days. As shares plunged after the
Hindenburg report, Adani managed
to secure the share sale subscriptions
on Tuesday even though the stock's
market price was below the issue's
offer price. But on Wednesday,
stocks plunged again. In a late night
announcement on Wednesday, Adani
said he was withdrawing the share
sale as the company's "stock price
has fluctuated over the course of the
day. Given these extraordinary
circumstances, the company's board
felt that going ahead with the issue
will not be morally correct." Early on
Thursday, Adani said in a video
address the "interest of my investors
is paramount and everything is
secondary. Hence, to insulate the
investors from potential losses we
have withdrawn" the share sale.

JOB GROWTH IN INDIAN
IT SECTOR SLUMPS 25%

NEW DELHI: Due to corrections in hiring in the IT
industry, job growth in the Indian IT sector has
declined by 25 per cent this year as compared to
last year, a report showed on Thursday. The
hiring intent declined across both large IT giants
and unicorns, while trends across other IT
startups remained stable as compared to last
year, according to a report by naukri.com.
Regarding the hiring dip across experience
levels, fresher hiring faces the biggest slump
followed by a mid-experience hiring decline,
while hiring across senior levels (greater than
12 years of experience) remained stable in IT,
the report mentioned. “As the year begins, non IT
sectors hold the fort for hiring activity in India
with insurance, oil and hospitality flying high.
Interestingly, IT-linked metros, which were the
main growth drivers last year, were
overshadowed by emerging cities like
Ahmedabad and Baroda,” said Pawan Goyal,
chief business officer, Naukri.com. In the era of
hiring corrections, increasing demand for senior
professionals with more than 12 years of
experience continues to dominate the hiring
activity at the beginning of 2023, recording more
than 20 per cent growth vs. last year. Hiring
activity remains stable for freshers and mid-
experience level professionals, said the report.
Inthe New Year, the Indian job market continues
to show resilience and stability, said the report.

APPLE CROSSES 2 BILLION ACTIVE DEVIGES

results for its fiscal 2023
first quarter that ended
December 31, 2022, in
which the tech giant
revealed that it has
crossed two billion active
devices. The company
also reported quarterly
revenue of $117.2 billion,
a 5 per cent decrease year g
over year, and quarterly
earnings per diluted share
of $1.88. As we all
continue to navigate a challenging
environment, we are proud to have
our best lineup of products and
services ever, and as always, we
remain focused on the long term
and are leading with our values in
everything we do,” Tim Cook,
Apple’s CEO, said in a statement.

“During the December quarter, we
achieved a major milestone and are
excited to report that we now have
more than 2 billion active devices
as part of our growing installed
base,” Cook added.

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DIPA KARMAKAR HANDED 21-MONTH BAN AFTER FAILING DOPE TEST

NEW DELHI : Star gymnast
Dipa Karmakar has been handed
a 21-month ban for failing a
dope test conducted by the
International Testing Agency,
contrary to claims made by
Indian officials that her
"suspension” last year was not
related to doping offence.
Karmakar's dope sample
collected out-of-competition by
the ITA, an independent
organisation that manages the
anti-doping programme of the
International Gymnastics
Federation (FIG), was found to
contain Higenamine, which is a
prohibited substance under
World Anti-Doping Agency
Code. Her ban period will,
however, end on July 10 this
year as it was counted from the
day (October 11, 2011) the
sample was collected. "The ITA
confirms that Dipa Karmakar
has been suspended for a 21-
month period, effective until 10
July 2023 after testing positive
for higenamine (S3. Beta-2

Agonists as per the World Anti-
Doping Agency prohibited
list)," the ITA said in a statement
late on Friday. "The positive
sample was collected on behalf
of'the FIG in the scope of an out-
of-competition control on 11
October 2021," it added. The
Switzerland based non-profit
organisation works under the
supervision of WADA and
International Olympic

Committee to implement anti-
doping programmes for various
international federations. The
ITA further said Karmakar's
dope issue was resolved under a
case resolution agreement
pursuant to article 10.8.2 of the
FIG Anti-Doping Rules and
equivalent provision in the
WADA. "The athlete’s results
have been disqualified from
October 11, 2021 onwards."

Karmakar, who shot to fame
after finishing fourth in the 2016
Rio Olympics in the vault event,
has been struggling with injuries
ever since she underwent a
surgery to treat an anterior
cruciate ligament (ACL) injury
in 2017. Her last FIG event was
the 2019 World Cup in Baku.
The ban on Karmakar flies on
her face as well as on the
Gymnastic Federation of India
officials who have been
claiming ignorance after she
was put in the '"suspended"
category by the FIG in February
last year. GFI president Sudhir
Mittal had then said that he had
not received any
communication from the FIG
regarding her suspension.
Karmakar herself and her coach
Bisheshwar Nandi kept quiet at
that time. Other GFI officials
went to the extent of saying that
the "suspended" status could be
due to other issues, like ethical
or disciplinary, not related to
doping violation.
